First Time Out  -  no age restriction.

Skaters may choose only any of the following items:- Two foot Bob(squat), forward and backwards scissors, Forward glide, chair, bunny hop, Mushroom/Cabbage, Shoot the duck, 

2 foot ½ jumps, 2 foot shuffle spin, pivot spin, Basic footwork and arm movements allowed
Beginners Grade – 9 years and over.
 Solo up to 2 mins.  Vocal music permitted. Open to skaters 9 years and over who have moved up from First Time Out or who have not skated in Judged competition with exception of League or Club events.      (Skaters under 9 enter League Tiny Tots)  

Winner must move to appropriate League or Open grade. 

Skaters may only enter this grade twice and shall then move to appropriate aged League or Open Grade.  

Skaters may choose only any of the following items (1 foot spins or single jumps not permitted)

Any item from First Time out plus any half jump, forward or backward glide, 2 foot spin, spread eagle, ship/teapot, edges, arm movements and basic footwork permitted.

Tiny Tots – under 9 years – routine 1 - 2 mins

Primary – 9 but not yet 11 years - routine 1.30 – 2.30 min
Juvenile - 11 but not yet 13 years - routine 1.30 - 2.30 mins
